If you take your child away during term time, they will be marked as unauthorized, and you
may face a Penalty Notice. If you are planning on going away, you must complete a holiday request form. If your child doesn’t attend school and we have not
been given a reason, the school are obliged to contact Education Welfare, who will investigate your child’s absence.
